BEFORE SUBMITTING: Are you a federal or state attorney or a health plan that was party to a
civil judgment against a health care practitioner, provider, or supplier?

Civil judgments are actions
(other than criminal convictions)
that are rendered in a federal

or state court. However, consent
judgments (with no finding or
admission of liability) secured

A civil judgment against a health care practitioner, provider, or supplier is reportable, regardless of whether
the judgment is on appeal, when it is related to the delivery of a health care item or service. For multi-party suits:

A government agency in a multi-party If a government agency is not a party, but
Lﬂiﬂﬁiﬁﬂﬁ"}ﬁlﬁgﬁa suit must report the entire action, there are multiple health plan claimants,

reporting requirement. including all amounts awarded to all the health plan with the largest award
claimants, both public and private. must report the total action for all parties.
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
